In 2023 and 2024, our team planted over 360K trees,
creating 1,217 acres of new forests across the
Chesapeake Bay watershed.

Alliance staff established 221 projects on local farms in
2023 and 2024, reducing pollution before it reaches our
streams and downstream neighbors.

In 2024, our team of monitoring volunteers gathered
and tracked water quality data at 1,299 sites, driving
critical decision-making for our work.

Our staff rallied over 6,000 volunteers in 2023
and 2024, empowering all who live, work, and
play in our Chesapeake communities to take
action through trash cleanups, tree plantings,
education, and forums.
